OOOOOOOOOOOOOOPS...Fourteen babies!

Ovarian/uterine and testicular 
cancer risks are completely 
eliminated with spaying and 
neutering.  The risk is most 
pronounced with females, most 
of whom will develop ovarian 
cancer and die by the age of 4 
or 5 if they are not spayed.  A 
fixed rabbit's normal life-span is 
8-10 years, and they can live to 
be as old as 12 or 13! 

Spaying and neutering curbs 
the sort of unwanted behavior - 
spraying, humping, aggression 
- that often prompts people to 
release their newly adolescent 
animals outside, or surrender 
them to shelters.  The "Easter 
Bunny Rush" at rescues and 
shelters begins a few months 
after Easter, when those cute 
little baby Easter Buns begin to 
sexually mature, and their 
raging (and I mean raging) 
hormones kick in.

Spaying and neutering prevents 
overpopulation and reduces the 
number of homeless rabbits 
needing shelter.  As we at Rabbit 
R&R well know, there are many 
more rabbits needing rescue than 
we can possibly take in.  Many are 
from unplanned, unwanted litters.  
The "Oops" factor is no longer an 
issue when the animals are 
spayed and neutered.

Spayed and neutered rabbits are 
a snap to litter train.  Rabbits are 
territorial - unfixed rabbits mark 
their territory with droppings and 
urine.  Fixed rabbits tend to want 

to go in one place, and all you 
have to do is let them know that 
the litter tub is the place.

Spayed and neutered couples 
bond for life.  And doesn't 
everyone want a happy ending?

In addition to the usual reasons 
to spay and neuter, we believe 
that sterilizing the rabbits 
immediately upon intake has a 
significant impact on averting 
potential health problems, 
facilitating adoptions, and 
reducing stress on the rabbits 
and their caretakers, while the 
rabbits are still at the rescue.
